Academic Programs

Engage in frequent policy negotiations with universities to determine strategic partnerships and establish future ones, which cover specialized activities such as input into the academic, training and employment policies for sponsored scholars. These partnerships extend to renown universities in the USA, (Harvard, Columbia, and Princeton among others), Europe (Cambridge, IHE, CERDI, and LSE among others), Japan (Keio, Tsukuba, among others), Australia, Africa and Latin America. In this capacity, he has been recognized as an authority in the area of scholarships and fellowships by partner universities and colleagues within the UN fellowships agencies.

Financial management 
Handle annual funds of around US$ 15-18 million allocated by the Government of Japan and the World Bank.

Submit the annual financial and budget projections to the steering committee along with the number of scholarships to be awarded and the supporting staff and consultants needed to achieve the target. Within the budget calculate the long-term financial commitments to partner universities and estimate the funds available for the new selection every year. Two Vice Presidents, three Executive Directors and three Senior Managers constitute the steering committee. 

Initiate cost-sharing arrangements with institutions such as Harvard, Columbia University, Williams College, Brandeis University, IHE in the Netherlands, CERDI in France and many others to contribute up to 37 percent of the tuition and university fees for sponsored scholars. This initiative has become a model for other scholarship and fellowship programs.
